President Bobo

It’s that time again and it is hard to believe that I am two months into the office already. I wanted to bring everyone up to date on the ongoing business of the KFA. 
1). The Kentucky State Fair was a huge success for the fire service. I have surveyed the participating departments, and all agree that it was great exposure for us to the public. The departments that participated did well with the recruiting process as well at their booths. I have already received a call from the Fair Board regarding a meeting to go over what went well and what didn’t. She also wants to begin talks about next year’s fair. 
2). The KFA reached out to Dr. David Casey, Chair of the Department of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences at the University of Louisville to discuss the creation of a Kentucky Firefighter Mental Health/ PTSD Task Force. We had a Zoom call with Dr. Casey, and he was surprised that no one hasn’t already done this and was excited at the opportunity. Dr. Casey was going to discuss the possibility with the Dean of the school and conduct some research on the possibility of the Task Force and get back with us. Attended the call were Bruce Roberts, Stephen Fante, Cathy Rigney, and myself. I reached out to Dr. Casey’s Administrative Asst. on Monday for an update, I have not heard back as of today. 
3). We had our first State Fire School Meeting of the year and discussed the 2023 school. The meeting was focused on what went right and what we may improve on for 2023. We were behind on talks with the hotel for this year and as a result we were unable to secure the Embassy Suites for the host hotel for next year. Ericka and I scrambled and got several quotes from area hotels. Last week, I signed the contract with the Clarion Hotel as the host hotel. The tentative 2023 Fire School Dates will be June 8-11. More to come at the E-Board meeting at the end of this month. 
4). The KFA E-Board has done a good job of trying to attend local association meetings. Please let Secretary Eric Philpot know of the dates of upcoming association meetings so we can continue to get the date covered by one or more of the KFA E-Board members to attend. If we don’t know when these are scheduled, we can’t be there. 
5). The Emeritus Status voting has come up and we will be discussing this at the October E-Board meeting as well. When we created the status, we agreed that these members would have full rights to vote but how do we account for that vote separate from delegates. I have reached out to Mike O’Day and Howdy to be prepared to discuss this at the October meeting. For now, you will see on the 2023 conference website, under registration there is a box to check if you fall under the Emeritus Status. 
6). I would like to give a shout out to the Memorial Committee for an excellent job on the Kentucky Fallen Firefighter Memorial yesterday. Special thanks to Pat Thompson for stepping up as coordinator and to Eric for getting the In-memory Boards completed for the service. Thanks to all who attended! 
7). I had to cancel my trip to the National memorial due to the passing of Sgt. Anthony Beckley on my fire department. His arrangements conflicted with the dates for the National Memorial. I may try to go in May. Pat Thompson, Marc Henderson, and The KFA Honor Guard will be representing the Kentucky Firefighter’s Association and the Commonwealth. 
8). The 2023 Conference planning is going well. We have had several sponsors step up to the plate and all the pieces are falling in place. We will be attending the Green River Fire School to do some fundraising. We still have some #2, #3, and #4 coins to sell as well as a helmet to raffle off. I booked 600 room nights at the host hotel and the last report shows that over 420 room nights have already been booked. Thanks to all. If you need to get your room, go to the website (www.kfa2023.com) click on registration and at the top of that page is a link to the hotel block. 
9). The KFA has finalized creation of the KFA Disaster Relief Fund 501(c)3 as a separate entity of the KFA so that contributions can be made to this fund. In accordance with the bylaws, we can distribute funds to fire service personnel affected by disasters. 
10). The KFA is working to finalize the 501(c)3 memorial Committee so that we can do basically the same thing, take donations and utilize the funds for maintenance and upgrades to the memorial in Frankfort. 
11). The KFA will be watching this legislative session carefully. I have had conversations with Joe Baer with the KPFF regarding the Bourbon Industry and the affects that removing the barrel tax may have on the fire service. I’ll keep you posted on this issue. I have a call into Howdy regarding a couple of issue and this is one of them. I will keep you updated. 
As you can see there many irons in the fire, and we are working diligently to protect and improve the fire service in the Commonwealth. If you have any issues, please feel free to reach out to any of the officers on the E-Board and let us know your concerns!

State Fire Rescue Training Director’s Report
Kentucky Firefighters Association E Board Meeting
Saturday, October 29, 2022

SFRT has been busy during the first quarter of FY23. In person training is going
well. We had two fire schools last weekend and both had great attendance. We
are assisting next weekend with the South Central Kentucky Fire School in
Bowling Green. And the other schools we have held this fall have also seen good
numbers of firefighters in attendance.

Through September we had provided training to 30% of the fire departments. We
have provided 1,167 classes which is an increase of 3.18% for the same time
during FY22 and trained 15,023 students which was a 10% increase from FY22.

Remember that to qualify for the Fire Commission grants that just had the
application period recently end, that a department must have received training from
SFRT or have it scheduled this fiscal year. We have not checked the applications
at this time so there is still time to schedule.

Recruit Acadmey #1 is nearly finished. We will also be welcoming our new
Acadmey Training Coordinator Pat Thompson on Tuesday, November 1.

We also plan to soon announce the Training Specialist for Districts 5, 6, and 7 and
we plan to begin the hiring process for the Training Specialist for Districts 9, 11,
and 15 very soon with two more Training Specialists for Districts, 2, 3, and 4 and
Districts 12, 13, and 14.

-Marc Henderson can provide an update to the academy and discuss future classes.

If a fire department does not have an in house instructor then we will offer
additional hours of training and if departments want us to instruct classes for
certification then we will cover those outside of the 21 hours of annual training that
we provide.
